Napa, California – Fosters’ Wine Estates has announced that it has entered into 
an arrangement with SolarNet, Inc., to host photovoltaic (solarenergy) generating systems at six 
of its California wineries, including Beringer Vineyards, Asti Winery, Chateau St. Jean, Etude, 
Stags’ Leap Winery, and Meridian Vineyards. 
 
When fully operational, the systems will generate 3.4m Kilowatt Hours (KWh) of electricity per 
year, or 17% of the energy used at the six sites. This is the equivalent of saving 6.2 million 
pounds of CO2 emissions per year. In tangible terms, the carbon savings equates to taking 
549 passenger cars off the roads for a year (per U.S. EPA website), or the amount of CO2 that 
it would take 524,143 trees to process from the environment in a year (per 
http://www.tufts.edu/tie/tci/sequestration.htm).
